Ballot Initiatives at a Glance

In our upcoming Primary election, several state and local ballot initiatives 

will be up for your consideration.  They can be confusing, and there are 

often misleading advertisements to make the truth even harder to discern.  

Hopefully this article will clarify what each intends to accomplish. First, 

letôs take a look at state level initiatives.                                          

 

Alaska Anti Corruption Act, Ballot Measure 1 (2010):  The Alaska 

Anti-Corruption Act will appear on the August 24, 2010 primary election 

ballot as an initiated state statute in the state of Alaska. According to the 

text of the measure, the measure would mandate that no public 

organization or person who is employed by the state could receive, permit, 

require or facilitate the use of public resources for any political agenda 

such as campaigning, lobbying or other similar activities. Violation would 

result in a Class A misdemeanor if the measure is approved. The primary 

sponsors of the measure are Scott A. Kohlaas, Tonya A. Shuravloff and 

Robert Clift.

The Alaska Parental Involvement Act, also known as Ballot Measure 2, will appear on the August 24, 2010 

ballot as an indirect initiated state statute in the state of Alaska. The measure would forbid a minor from getting 

an abortion without a doctor informing at least one parent before moving forward with the procedure. The 

measure would also enforce legal penalties on doctors who perform abortions on minors without consent of the 

minor's parents.

 The Home Heating Protection Act - Certified July 2, 2010 
ORDINANCE AS SUBMITTED BY CITIZENS INITIATIVE :  

The Home Heating Protection Act  

WHEREAS, we affirm a property owner reserves 

the right to heat oneôs dwelling in the most 

reasonable or affordable manner as determined by 

the property owner; and  

WHEREAS, the concern for air quality is 

subordinate to the need for warmth; and  

WHEREAS, the cost of fuel in the Interior forces 

residents to seek renewable natural resources; and  

WHEREAS, a process exists for adjudicating 

disputes of alleged air quality nuisances; and  

WHEREAS, state and federal standards for air 

quality are in place; and  

WHEREAS, improving air quality within the 

borough can be attained through community 

education and incentives to upgrade existing home 

heating devices.  

BE IT ORDAINED:  

Section 1. Classification. This ordinance is of a general and permanent nature and shall become a part of the 

code of the Fairbanks North Star Borough.  

Section 2. The borough shall not ban, prohibit, or fine residents for the use of home heating devices.  

Section 3. Definition: ñHome heating deviceò means any device designed to produce heat by burning gaseous, 

not-gaseous, liquid, or non-liquid fuels, for used inside a privately owned structure.  

This definition includes, but is not limited to: Oil Furnaces, Gas Furnaces, Wood Stoves, Coal Stoves, Wood-

fired Hydronic Heaters, Wood-fired Furnaces, Coal-fired Hydronic Heaters, Coal-fired Furnaces, Masonry 

Heaters, Pellet Stoves, Cook Stoves, and Fireplaces.  

Section 4. Effective date. This ordinance shall be effective on certification of the election. 
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
